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Abstract: The main aim of the article
is to characterise and analyse EU
military operations, taking into ac-
count their objectives, assumptions,
successes as well as their limitations
and weaknesses. European Union
military operations, in addition to ci-
vilian missions, have been con-
ducted since 2003 under the Euro-
pean Security and Defence Policy,
and subsequently the Common Se-
curity and Defence Policy. The oper-
ations encompass activities related
to crisis management, defined by
the EU as Petersberg tasks. The re-
search aim of this article is to pre-
sent the essence and signify cance
of EU military operations in its for-
eign policy, and more broadly as
one of the instruments the EU has at
its disposal in the array of resources

in the EU’s international activity, as
well as to characterise the scale and
scope of these operations, and
demonstrate the premises deter-
mining the decisions to launch
them.

INTRODUCTION

Close to 4,000 European women and men are currently en-
gaged on the ground in Europe’s neighbourhood: Africa, the West-
ern Balkans and Eastern Europe, the Middle East. They are military
forces and civilian experts detached by the EU’s Member States un-
der EU-led CSDP missions and operations. With mandates tailored
to the needs of the situation on the ground, their aim is to stabilise
our partner countries in the neighbourhood and thus provide secu-
rity at home.

The EU currently conducts seven military missions and opera-
tions on land and sea, to reform and train armies, assist in creating a
safe and secure environment, fighting pirates or disrupting net-
works of traffickers. Three of them are military training missions who
provide advice and training to local security forces in Mali, Somalia
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and the Central African Republic. To strengthen coordination and
cooperation on the ground, a single command centre for these mil-
itary training missions - the Military Planning and Conduct Capability
(MPCC) - was established in 2017. The MPCC is also empowered to
plan and conduct military missions of up to 2,500 troops.

As a further improvement, the European Peace Facility (EPF)
will address current limitations that do not allow for the Union's
budget to finance expenditure with military or defence implications.
As a fund outside the Union’s budget, it enables the financing of op-
erational actions under the Common Foreign and Security Policy
(CFSP) that have military or defence implications and thus allow
more flexibility and effectiveness of our operations abroad.

The EU-run military operations are analysed on the example
of Sub Saharan Africa. The choice of this region as a case study of
EU-implemented military operations is well-grounded and inten-
tional. This region is something of a laboratory for the international
activities of the European Union. It was in Sub-Saharan Africa that
the first EU military operation outside of Europe (and the second in
general) under the CSDP took place, and it is there, where the vast
majority (10 out of 14) of EU military operations/missions are sent.

The first four EU military operations were of a combat nature
(Artemis, EUFORRD, EUFOR Tchad/RCA, and Atalanta). They were
perceived as a symbol in the EU’s pursuit to shape and develop the
military component at the EU level. They were the EU’s main course
of action as regards CSDP crisis management. Civilian missions re-
mained somewhat overshadowed by military operations. EUTM So-
malia initiated military non-combat training missions which became
one of the permanent elements of the CSDP, also with regard to Af-
rica. They constituted a departure of the EU from its ambitious mili-
tary objectives that were nonetheless still pursued at the turn of the
century. The ultimate goal of the European Union Training Mission
is to support the reform and formation of local armed forces to safe-
guard peace and stability. At the same time, EUTM missions do not
require the involvement of as many soldiers as in the case of typical
combat operations. Activities under military training missions align
with the latest operational activity of the EU - narrowly specialised
missions on a relatively small scale, of no combat nature but with a
complementary function in stabilising security in the African region
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- in relation to other tools at the disposal of the EU, as well as in re-
lation to other international and domestic actors) entities.

The EU's security and defense policy is guided by the Com-
mon Foreign and Security Policy (CFSP) and the Common Security
and Defense Policy (CSDP), as well as a number of complementary
strategies and instruments, including:

- diplomacy;

- humanitarian aid;
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- cooperation for development;
- actions in the field of climate;
- human rights;

- economic support;

- commercial policy.

WHATIs CFSP

The Common Foreign and Security Policy (CFSP) aims to
maintain peace, strengthen international security, promote interna-
tional cooperation and strengthen democracy, the rule of law, hu-
man rights and fundamental freedoms.

It was established by the Treaty on European Union (TEU) in
1993 and updated by the Treaty of Lisbon in 2009.

WHAT Is CSDP

The Common Security and Defense Policy (CSDP) is the com-
ponent of the CFSP that deals with defense and crisis management,
including defense cooperation and coordination between EU mem-
ber states.

Established by the Treaty of Lisbon in 2009, the CSDP enables
the EU to carry out civilian and military missions and operations
abroad, including in the following areas:

- conflict prevention;

- keeping the peace;

- joint disarmament operations;

- military advice;

- humanitarian assistance;

- post-conflict stabilization.

GLOBAL STRATEGY AND INTEGRATED APPROACH
The EU's Global Strategy for Foreign and Security Policy aims
to improve the effectiveness of the EU's security and defense policy,

including by strengthening cooperation between Member States'
armed forces and crisis management.
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The strategy was adopted by the EU Council in November
2016 and focuses on building resilience, adopting an integrated ap-
proach to conflicts and crises and increasing strategic autonomy.
The strategy is complemented by the implementation plan on secu-
rity and defence, which was approved by the European Council in
December 2016.

The plan focuses on three strategic priorities:

- the response to external conflicts and crises;

- strengthening partners' capacities;

- protecting the EU and its citizens.

Concrete actions aimed at achieving these goals include the
Coordinated Annual Defense Review (CARD), the Permanent Struc-
tured Cooperation (PESCQO), a Military Planning and Conduct Capa-
bility (MPCC) and the EU Rapid Response Toolkit.

THE ANNUAL COORDINATED DEFENSE REVIEW PROCESS

The objective of the annual coordinated defense review
(CARD) process is to provide a better EU-wide overview of defense
spending, national investment and research efforts.

The review aims to increase the transparency and political vis-
ibility of European defense capabilities. Benefits include:

- better identification of deficits;

- an in-depth cooperation in the field of defense;

- a better and more coherent approach to defense spending
planning.

PERMANENT STRUCTURED COOPERATION

The Treaty of Lisbon provides that a group of member states
can strengthen their defense cooperation by establishing a Perma-
nent Structured Cooperation (PESCO). The proposal was adopted
by the Council in December 2017.

All EU member states participate in PESCO, except Malta.

Participating Member States have agreed on an initial list of
17 projects to be undertaken under PESCO. The list has since been
expanded to 71 projects, covering areas such as:

- training;

- development of capabilities;
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- operational availability in the defense field.
IMPROVING CRISIS MANAGEMENT STRUCTURES

On 8 June 2017, the Council agreed on the establishment of
a Military Planning and Command Capability (MPCC) within the
General Staff of the European Union.

The MPCC improves the EU's ability to react in a faster, more
effective and more coherent way. It is responsible, at the strategic
level, for the operational planning and conduct of non-executive
PSAC military missions.

THE EUROPEAN INSTRUMENT FOR PEACE

The European Instrument for Peace (IEP) is an extra-budget-
ary instrument designed to strengthen the EU's capacity to prevent
conflicts, to strengthen international peace and security, by ena-
bling the financing of operational actions under the Common For-
eign and Security Policy (CFSP) that have military implications or in
the field of defense.

It was launched in 2021 and replaces and expands the means
of the former financial instruments in this area, namely the Athena
mechanism and the African Peace Facility.

The IEP has a financial ceiling of €5.692 billion in current
prices (€5 billion in 2018 prices) for the period 2021-2027, with an
annual ceiling ranging from €420 million in 2021 to €1.132 billion in
2027. Contributions will be established according to a distribution
key based on gross national income (GNI).

On 12 December 2022, the Council agreed to increase the
financial ceiling of the European Peace Facility by €2 billion in 2023.
It also agreed that, if necessary, the ceiling could be increased by a
further €3.5 billion until 2027. On 14 March 2023, the Council
adopted a decision to increase the financial ceiling of the IEP to EUR
7.979 billion (in current prices) until 2027, ensuring that additional
financial needs are covered.

On 20 March 2023, at a joint session of EU foreign affairs and
defense ministers, the Council agreed on the three-pronged pro-
posal presented by the High Representative and Commissioner
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Breton. This proposal outlines how artillery ammunition can be ur-
gently supplied to Ukraine, either from existing stockpiles or jointly
procured.

STRATEGIC COMPASS

The Strategic Compass is an initiative led by EU Member
States that aims to provide clarification and guidance on the EU's
common security and defense policy, as well as to establish a com-
mon understanding of the main threats and challenges facing Eu-
rope in the short term and environment.

To strengthen the security and defense of the EU, it is struc-
tured around four pillars:

- partnerships;

- investments;

- action;

- security.

The Compass will help guide future EU action and manage
growing threats such as geopolitical competition, economic rival-
ries, technological development and disinformation, the climate cri-
sis, as well as regional and global instability.

EU member states first launched the initiative in June 2020.
The European Council approved it in March 2022. The Strategic
Compass provides better direction and a shared vision for the EU's
security and defense efforts over the next 5-10 years.

Case Study - Military Assistance Mission

On 7 October 2022, at an informal meeting of heads of state,
EU leaders discussed - as part of EU military support - military train-
ing missions for Ukraine to help it gain ground on the battlefield.

On 17 October 2022, ministers established the new EU Mili-
tary Assistance Mission (EUMAM) in support of Ukraine.

On 15 November 2022, ministers adopted a decision to
launch the EU Military Assistance Mission (EUMAM Ukraine).

The purpose of the mission is:

- to contribute to strengthening the military capability of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine to effectively conduct military operations;

- to enable Ukraine to defend its territorial integrity within its
internationally recognized borders, effectively exercise its sover-
eignty and protect civilians.

The mission will initially last for two years and the financial ref-
erence value for common costs for this period will be EUR 106 700
000.

The mission will ensure coordination with bilateral activities of
member states in support of Ukraine, as well as with other like-
minded international partners, and will be open to the participation
of third states.

CONCLUSION

The European Union aims for the best possible joint strategic
cooperation by adopting external security and defense policies of
its member states. The main objective of military missions and oper-
ations in the European Union is to provide common security and
safety to the member states and its citizens.
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Under the Common Security and Defence Policy (CSDP), the
EU takes a leading role in peacekeeping operations, conflict pre-
vention and the strengthening of international security. It is an in-
tegral part of the EU's comprehensive approach towards crisis
management, drawing on civilian and military assets. Currently,
some 3,500 military personnel and 1,300 civilian personnel are de-
ployed around the world. Since the first CSDP missions and oper-
ations were launched back in 2003, the EU has undertaken over 40
overseas operations, using civilian and military missions and oper-
ations in several countries in Europe, Africa and Asia. As of today,
there are 24 ongoing EU CSDP missions and operations, including
13 civilian, 10 military and 1 civilian and military initiative. A Re-
gional Advisory and Coordination Cell in the Sahel completes EU
CSDP presence in the world.

INTRODUCTION

The European Union plays a pivotal role in providing human-
itarian aid and civil protection globally. With its robust policies and
initiatives, the EU aims to mitigate the impact of disasters and emer-
gencies on vulnerable populations. Through mechanisms like the
European Civil Protection Mechanism and the EU Aid Volunteers in-
itiative, the EU demonstrates its commitment to humanitarian prin-
ciples and solidarity with affected communities.

The EU's humanitarian aid policy encompasses various forms of
assistance, including funding, goods provision, and technical support,
to address crises outside the EU. This aid is coordinated by the Euro-
pean Community Humanitarian Aid Office (ECHO) and involves collab-
oration with international partners like the United Nations and NGOs.

In 2012, the EU launched the ,EU Aid Volunteers” initiative to
provide citizens with the opportunity to participate in humanitarian
actions, as provided for in the Lisbon Treaty. Open to Europeans
aged 18 and over, the program aims to attract a wide range of vol-
unteers, from young people wishing to pursue a career in emer-
gency interventions to experienced humanitarian aid workers. Vol-
unteers are deployed where their skills are needed. Before going
into the field, they undergo training activities. Volunteer safety is a
priority. In a series of preparatory pilot projects conducted between
2011 and 2014, approximately 300 volunteers from across Europe
were deployed to crisis zones in Africa, Asia, and Latin America,
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where they participated in a variety of humanitarian actions, from
disaster management planning and flood risk mapping to needs as-
sessment and information management. Collaborating with local or-
ganizations and communities, they contributed to projects aimed at
more effective preparedness for crisis situations and improving re-
sponse capacity in the event of a disaster.

The EU Aid Volunteers initiative, established through Regula-
tion (EU) No 375/2014, empowers EU citizens to engage in human-
itarian actions worldwide. Volunteers receive training and are de-
ployed to disaster-affected areas to save lives, alleviate suffering,
and strengthen community resilience.

The European Civil Protection Mechanism facilitates cooper-
ation among EU member states and participating countries to pre-
vent, prepare for, and respond to emergencies. It covers a wide
range of disasters, including natural catastrophes and technological
accidents, and operates both within and outside the EU.

EUROPEAN UNION PoLicy

The European Union provides assistance to countries and
communities in Europe and around the world when they face major
disasters or humanitarian emergencies. The European Union (EU) is
the world's largest humanitarian donor. This assistance, in the form
of funding, provision of goods or services, or technical assistance,
aims to help prepare for and manage the urgent crises that seriously
affect populations outside the EU. The organization’s action is based
on the fundamental humanitarian principles of humanity, neutrality,
impartiality, and independence, and includes three elements: emer-
gency aid, food aid, and assistance for refugees and internally dis-
placed persons. The European Community Humanitarian Aid Office
(ECHO) coordinates this action and cooperates with partners on the
ground, especially with the United Nations and non-governmental
organizations. In 2013, the Commission provided humanitarian as-
sistance totaling 1.353 billion EUR to help 124 million people in over
90 countries outside the EU. The European Parliament and the
Council of the European Union act as co-legislators in developing
EU humanitarian aid policy. In addition, Parliament monitors the
provision of humanitarian aid and fights for budgetary provisions to
match humanitarian needs.
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EU AID VOLUNTEERS

This regulation establishes the EU Aid Volunteers initiative as
a tangible expression of the EU's humanitarian values, strengthen-
ing the EU's capacity to provide needs-based humanitarian assis-
tance and support the resilience of vulnerable communities.

LEGAL FOUNDATIONS

Regulation (EU) No 375/2014 of the European Parliament and
of the Council of 3 April 2014 establishing the European Voluntary
Humanitarian Aid Corps ("EU Aid Volunteers Initiative").

The EU Aid Volunteers initiative is designed to empower Euro-
peans from different backgrounds to demonstrate solidarity with dis-
aster victims (whether natural disasters or those caused by human
activity outside the EU). By disaster preparedness, risk reduction, and
strengthening the links between aid, rehabilitation, and develop-
ment, the initiative aims to increase the EU's global capacity to:

® Save lives;

e Alleviate suffering and maintain human dignity;

e Strengthen the capacity and resilience of vulnerable or dis-
aster-affected communities;

* Support the capacity-building of humanitarian organiza-
tions contributing to effective humanitarian action.

Participants

EU citizens aged at least 18 are eligible to participate in the
initiative. Citizens from a range of associated countries, including
candidate countries and countries covered by the EU's neighbor-
hood policy, can also participate. Participation is based on bilateral
agreements between the EU and these countries outside the EU,
which also financially contribute to the initiative.

Training and Deployment of Volunteers

The initiative provides training and organizes placements for
volunteers with humanitarian organizations, based on the needs of
beneficiary countries.

Training programs prepare EU Aid Volunteers prior to their
deployment and help them acquire specific skills and competencies
as outlined in the competency framework.

These competencies include, for example:
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Developing and maintaining collaborative relationships;
Fostering a spirit of volunteerism;
Working in a pressured environment;
Demonstrating leadership;

e Achieving results.

Deployment of EU Aid Volunteers began in early 2016. Volun-
teers will not be sent on operations conducted in the context of
armed conflicts.

DEPLOYMENT CONTRACT

Before starting, volunteers must sign a deployment contract
with the sending organization. This contract includes standards such
as specifying the role of volunteers, performance management,
working conditions, expected conduct, and learning capabilities.

Organizations for Sending and Hosting Volunteers Sending
and hosting organizations must demonstrate in a self-assessment
that they have a current policy or practice to meet the requirements
regarding candidate volunteers and EU Aid volunteers covering all
standards and procedures provided for in legislation. The self-as-
sessment will be reviewed by the Commission as part of the certifi-
cation mechanism. Only certified organizations can participate in
the initiative. A complement to national and international volunteer
initiatives The EU Aid Volunteers initiative aims to avoid duplication
and complement other EU initiatives and actions, as well as national
and international projects. Online Volunteering As an alternative to
volunteering abroad, volunteers can participate in the initiative
through online volunteering from home.

The European Union, along with its member states, is the
world's largest humanitarian aid donor. Every year, the EU pro-
vides assistance to over 120 million people worldwide. The annual
allocation of over EUR 1 billion in aid is essential in meeting the
needs of those affected by crises. From these funds, shelters have
been built and access to clean water provided to victims of the dev-
astating earthquake in Nepal in 2015; winter clothing and blankets
have been provided to those affected by the crisis in Ukraine; food
and medicine have been supplied in Syria and neighboring coun-
tries, and medical assistance has been provided in Ebola-affected
regions.
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In addition to providing humanitarian aid, the European Un-
ion's Civil Protection Mechanism has also sent special teams to many
crisis-affected areas. For example, when devastating floods hit Bos-
nia and Herzegovina and Serbia in 2014, equipment and experts
sent through the Mechanism played a crucial role in providing assis-
tance in the affected regions. During the Ebola epidemic, the Mech-
anism facilitated the coordination of emergency measures, the rapid
deployment of expert teams detached by EU member states, and
the medical evacuation of international personnel working in the af-
fected countries. Following the earthquake in Nepal, emergency aid
was provided through the Mechanism, and experts in search and
rescue operations and specialized first aid personnel were de-
ployed to the scene.

How does the EU contribute? The resilience-building initia-
tives that the Commission has undertaken in the Sahel region and
the Horn of Africa, as part of its crisis management efforts caused by
drought, have yielded promising results. These initiatives (AGIR and
SHARE, respectively) aim to break the vicious cycle of drought, fam-
ine, and poverty by enhancing coordination between humanitarian
aid and development assistance.

The SHARE initiative in the Horn of Africa mobilized approxi-
mately EUR 350 million starting in 2012 and should be followed by
other projects under the 11th European Development Fund (EDF).

The AGIR initiative aims to mobilize EUR 1.5 billion from the
11th EDF to strengthen resilience capacity in the Sahel region from
2014 to 2020. The Commission's emphasis on increasing resilience
capacity will save more lives, be more cost-effective, and contribute
to poverty reduction, which will accelerate the impact of aid and pro-
mote sustainable development.

The EU Civil Protection Mechanism helps participating coun-
tries prevent disasters, prepare for emergencies, and pool their re-
sources to make them rapidly and coordinatedly available to af-
fected countries. While EU humanitarian aid is directed to third
countries, the Civil Protection Mechanism can be mobilized in emer-
gencies that occur both within and outside the Union. The Mecha-
nism strengthens cooperation, response, and coordination at the
European level and is a manifestation of solidarity. The EU Civil Pro-
tection Mechanism covers all stages of disaster management: pre-
vention, preparedness, response.
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The number of participating countries currently stands at 34:
the 27 EU member states, North Macedonia, Iceland, Montenegro,
Norway, Turkey, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia. When the
scale of an emergency exceeds national response capacity, any af-
fected country, whether or not it originates from the EU, can request
assistance. The operational center of the EU Civil Protection Mecha-
nism, called the Emergency Response Coordination Centre (ERCC),
communicates the need for assistance to all participating states. The
term ,disaster” refers to both natural disasters (floods, forest fires,
earthquakes, storms, tsunamis) and terrorist attacks, technological
or radiological accidents, or ecological disasters (e.g., marine pollu-
tion). By pooling the resources of participating states, the Mecha-
nism ensures better protection of people, the environment, and
property. To improve training and knowledge exchange, Decision
(EU) 2019/420 requires the Commission to establish a network of
relevant actors and institutions for civil protection and disaster man-
agement, including centers of excellence, as well as universities and
researchers. Together with the Commission, these will form a
knowledge network of the Union's civil protection."

Additionally, it is the responsibility of the Commission to:

e Consolidate cooperation in vocational training and the ex-
change of knowledge and experience between the Union's civil pro-
tection knowledge network and international organizations and
countries outside the EU;

® Develop a communication strategy to make the results of
actions taken within the mechanism visible to citizens; and

e Award medals to recognize and honor long-term commit-
ment and extraordinary contributions to EU civil protection.

Beirut Explosions in 2020 Following the explosions in Beirut,
Lebanon, and the subsequent activation of the EU Civil Protection
Mechanism, the Emergency Response Coordination Centre (ERCC)
coordinated the deployment of several capacities from the Euro-
pean civil protection pool: urban search and rescue (USAR) teams
from the Czech Republic, France, Germany, Poland, and the Neth-
erlands, as well as a technical assistance team from Finland. The
overall operation also facilitated the deployment of other medical
personnel and chemical, biological, radiological, and nuclear
(CBRN) experts, as well as the provision of emergency medical
equipment and supplies.
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In response to the coronavirus pandemic, various Emergency
Medical Teams (EMTs) were deployed. In April, two Emergency
Medical Teams from Norway and Romania were dispatched to
northern ltaly to assist Italian medical personnel battling the pan-
demic. The operation also facilitated the provision of medical equip-
ment and supplies. In June, an Italian emergency medical team was
sent to Armenia following the activation of the mechanism.

In November 2019, Albania was struck by a 6.4 magnitude
earthquake, which claimed the lives of 51 people and left hundreds
injured. Following Albania's request, the European Union Civil Pro-
tection Mechanism was activated, and the Emergency Response Co-
ordination Centre (ERCC) coordinated the deployment of a medium
urban search and rescue team from Greece, as well as two certified
search and rescue teams from ltaly and Romania, which are part of
the EU Civil Protection Pool. Additionally, the EU's Copernicus Emer-
gency Satellite Mapping Service produced six satellite images of the
affected areas to assess the intensity and extent of the damage.

In March 2019, Cyclone Idai made landfall in Mozambique,
claiming over 600 lives and wreaking havoc on those who survived.
Following the activation of the European Union Civil Protection
Mechanism, 8 EU member states (Austria, Denmark, France, Ger-
many, ltaly, Luxembourg, Portugal, and Spain) along with the United
Kingdom provided immediate support. Thanks to the pre-regis-
tered modules in the EU Civil Protection Pool (ECPP), medical teams,
water purification equipment, and assistance in setting up a commu-
nication system arrived swiftly to aid those in need.

Serbia requested assistance from the European Union by ac-
tivating the Civil Protection Mechanism to cope with the influx of ref-
ugees it is facing. The European Commission is collaborating with
Serbian authorities and other participating states in this mechanism
to respond rapidly to this request.

Serbia is seeking help in acquiring or directly delivering beds,
mattresses, hygiene items, vehicles, fuel, and food. ,| appeal to the
member states of the Union to show solidarity with Serbia in these
times of need. We are in close contact with the authorities in Bel-
grade to ensure the rapid coordination of the delivery of material
support provided by the participating states,” said European Com-
missioner for Humanitarian Aid and Crisis Management Christos
Stylianides.
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The EU Civil Protection Mechanism is an instrument through
which the immediate impact of an emergency situation is mitigated.
When the scale of the emergency exceeds the response capacity of
a state, the participating countries in the mechanism provide assis-
tance to it. It has been activated to provide rapid delivery of materi-
als and expertise in various types of emergencies, such as the Ebola
epidemic in West Africa (2014).

Countries in West Africa were affected by the largest and most
complex Ebola epidemic ever recorded. After the first case was de-
tected in Guinea in March 2014, Ebola spread to Liberia and Sierra
Leone, infecting and killing thousands of people. From the outset,
the European Union played an active role.

It mobilized political, financial, and scientific resources to con-
tribute to limiting, controlling, treating, and ultimately countering
the disease. Together with the member states, the European Com-
mission provided over 1.8 billion euros for humanitarian aid, longer-
term development assistance, and investments in research. As part
of its coordinated response, the EU sent experts to the affected
countries, provided emergency supplies, including by air, and im-
plemented an emergency evacuation system for humanitarian aid
workers.

The EU's Civil Protection Mechanism enabled member states
to provide expertise and essential materials to the region and
played a key role in the overall coordination of the fight against
Ebola. To date, there have been two uses of the European Emer-
gency Response Capacity, both in the context of the European re-
sponse to the Ebola epidemic crisis. Based on the lessons learned
from these experiences, with support from the member states, a re-
serve of medical teams is being established - the so-called ,Euro-
pean medical corps."

After more than a year since the start of the epidemic, the ef-
forts of the international community, local authorities, and the pop-
ulation have begun to bear fruit, but ongoing efforts are still needed
to eradicate the disease once and for all. Looking ahead, the Euro-
pean Commission is stepping up its efforts to contribute to long-
term recovery through funding programs in multiple areas: health,
agriculture, infrastructure, education, public hygiene, macroeco-
nomic stability, and transportation.
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CONCLUSIONS

The EU's humanitarian aid and civil protection efforts have
had a significant impact on crisis-affected regions worldwide.
Whether responding to earthquakes, pandemics, or refugee in-
fluxes, the EU demonstrates solidarity and commitment to assisting
those in need. By continuously adapting and improving its response
mechanisms, the EU strives to meet evolving challenges and uphold
its humanitarian values on the global stage.

The European Union has always been at the forefront of hu-
manitarian crises, acting as a major donor and setting standards for
respecting humanitarian law and principles. It is crucial that the
mechanisms created to manage emergency situations are adapted
to cope with the challenges of an increasingly fragile world balance
and ever more varied needs. Therefore, the EU constantly seeks to
adapt and improve its response to disasters. It believes it is im-
portant for the necessary resources to be available locally and fo-
cuses on strengthening the resilience of local communities so they
can better manage future disasters.
